APRIL 9, 2012
Followed by the Pledge of Allegiance, the regular meeting of the Valders Village Board was called to order at 6:00PM by President Burton. Trustees present: Marcus Bartelme, Christopher Burton, Devan Schneider & Lyle Schwoerer. James Freitag absent.
Motion by Schwoerer, second by Bartelme to adopt the agenda as presented. Motion carried. 
Motion by Bartelme, second by Schneider to approve minutes from 3/12/12 as presented by Clerk/Treasurer Bruckner. Motion carried.

No one present at the meeting for public input. Motion by Burton, and second by Bartelme to close. Motion carried.

Motion by Bartelme, second by Schneider to approve the April treasurer's report as presented by Bruckner. Motion carried.  

Motion by Schwoerer, second by Bartelme to approve April Village vouchers; check #47741-#47867, and electronic payments totaling $205,380.62 as presented by Bruckner. Motion carried.

Motion by Bartelme, second by Schwoerer to approve April utility vouchers; check #7054-#7070 totaling $47,245.94 and fund transfers as presented by Utility Clerk Kramer. Motion carried.
Schneider announced there will be a public informational meeting held at the Valders Village Office on 4/19/12 at 1PM by Northeast Asphalt Inc. and the WDOT to answer any resident and/or business questions regarding the U.S.H. 151 Project.  Director of Public Works, Len Heimerman gave a brief update on the project to date.

Schwoerer announced the 2012 Open Book of the Valders Assessment Roll is scheduled for Wednesday, April 18th from 9-11AM. In addition the 2012 Board of Review has been set for Monday, May 14, 2012 from at least 3:30-5:30PM.

Motion by Burton, second by Bartelme to adopt Ordinance 2-2012, Annual Appointment of Alternate Members for Board of Review.  Motion carried.

Heimerman reported to the board that our current recycle center attendant Arthur (John) Komorowski has given verbal resignation of his position at the Valders Recycle Center as he is working too many hours at his full time employer.  He will continue to work the center until we find a replacement. Heimerman had Bruckner post a notice at the post office, the village office and on Cable Channel 4 of the vacancy and reported to date two applications have been received.  Schneider proposed to the board that we make changes to the center’s hours to offset some of the $1,700 lost in our state recycling aid revenue. After a brief discussion of varying hours suggested by each of the trustees, motion by  Schneider, second by Schwoerer to change the hours from Wednesdays 2-6pm to 4pm-6pm and on Saturdays from 9am-2pm to 8am-Noon. Motion carried.  The new hours will start on Wednesday, May 2nd.  Bruckner will post notice of the new hours. Heimerman & Schwoerer suggested we advise Komorowski of the hour changes to see if he might still be interested in keeping the position. Motion by Burton, second by Bartelme to reoffer the position to Komorowski, and if not accepted the position will be reposted with the new hours and Heimerman will hire a new part time attendant from the applications received as soon as practical.    
Schwoerer reported the monthly Joint Cable TV Channel 4 meeting will be held on Wednesday 4/11/12.

Motion by Bartelme, second by Schwoerer to adjourn the meeting at 6:29PM.  Motion carried.

VALDERS VILLAGE BOARD SPECIAL MEETING MINUTES

APRIL 25, 2012

Followed by the Pledge of Allegiance, the regular meeting of the Valders Village Board was called to order at 4:00PM by President Burton. Trustees present: Marcus Bartelme, Christopher Burton, Tom Mutsch, Devan Schneider & Lyle Schwoerer

Motion by Bartelme, second by Schwoerer to adopt the agenda as presented. Motion carried. 
Director of Public Works, Len Heimerman updated the board to the condition of the Valders Senior & Community Center in the Memorial Park after the fire on Sunday, April 22nd.  The fire was started in the men’s restroom and that area is a complete loss. The rest of the building has smoke damage and will be thoroughly cleaned by a restoration company hired by our insurance carrier.  The building should be open for usage in approximately two weeks, except for the men’s room and the concession stand area.  Men will have to use portable restrooms until the bathroom can be reconstructed. 

Heimerman then explained to the board the bigger post fire picture presents a much larger issue.  Due to the age of the building, which was constructed in three phases in the 1960’s, 1970’s and 1980’s; once you make one part of the building ADA compliant (the men’s restroom), the rest of the facility has to be upgraded to ADA compliance, per the sources he checked with prior to the meeting. Other areas to be upgraded would include the women’s restroom and all entrances.  The insurance will only cover what was damaged by the fire, and up to an additional $10,000 towards further ADA compliance costs.  Heimerman further explained the cost to complete these mandatory upgrades on a building of this age v.s. the possibility of a brand new facility is worth researching.  There are eligible grants which could be applied for, that could cover up to 30% of ADA compliance costs of the senior center.  The board then gave their input on what they think should be our next steps. Schneider left the meeting at 4:40pm to report to his regular scheduled employer. Motion by Burton, second by Bartelme to leave the men’s restrooms as is, not begin reconstruction at this time and continue to use the portable units and have the rest of the community center cleaned to allow use as soon as possible. Motion carried.  Bruckner provided the board with available amounts in our Park Lot and Park Equipment savings funds which total about $21,000. After further discussion the board directed Heimerman to get preliminary plans and estimated costs for a new facility and research out possible grants vs. the estimated costs to bring the existing facility up to ADA compliance for the next board meeting. Schwoerer left the meeting at 4:50PM to allow him to attend another meeting.  Bruckner then suggested after the board makes a decision on the facilities future direction; to have a meeting with all the organizations that utilize the facility to ask their assistance to hold fund raisers to put toward the project cost to lower the amount the Village may have to finance for this unforeseen emergent project.
Police Chief Riesterer then reported that a juvenile was charged relating to the fire and he has a full confession as of today.     
Motion by Bartelme, second by Bartelme to adjourn the meeting at 4:55PM.  Motion carried.
